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PURPOSE 
The three elements of this bulletin address two county actions and one information section. 

(1)  Action:  request that each county review and make any necessary corrections on the 
enclosed primary prevention provider information that is now contained in ADP’s Master 
Provider File (MPF) (Enclosure 1); 

(2)  Information:  provide each county with a PADS Error Report for the reporting period 
January 1, 1998 through June 30, 1998 (Enclosure 2); and 

(3)  Action:  provide applicable counties with a list of prevention providers for whom they 
have not submitted PADS forms for the reporting period January 1, 1998 through June 30, 
1998 (Enclosure 3, if applicable). 

 
DISCUSSION 
As you know, the Prevention Services Division (PSD), Department of Alcohol and Drug 
Programs (ADP) implemented the Prevention Activities Data System (PADS) on January 1, 
1998.  The information that has been submitted for the first reporting period, January 1, 1998 
through June 30, 1998, has been entered into the department’s database.  I would like to thank 
you and your prevention providers for so conscientiously trying to capture the required 
information, and for responding to the many phone calls from PSD staff who were attempting to 
clarify or gather missing information. 
 
Staff is now in the process of  having five report formats programmed for this reporting period.  
These reports will provide statewide or county information about:  

 (1) the total number/percent of providers using each strategy;  
 (2) the services, service frequency, and number of persons served by strategy;  
 (3) the target populations by strategy;  

(4) where services occurred by strategy; and,  
(5) the participant characteristics by strategy. 
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These reports reflect the data the counties submitted for the reporting period January to June 1998 
and will be sent to the counties in early August. 

 
Also, as a reminder, the first full fiscal year reporting period for PADS will end on June 30, 1999.  Counties 
are to submit PADS forms to ADP no later than July 30, 1999.  The County must submit one set of forms for 
each primary prevention provider that is receiving prevention dollars as listed on the Master Provider File 
(MPF) and the County’s Negotiated Net Amount (NNA) Contract. 

 
Discussion of No. 1 – Action All Counties.  When ADP receives the July 1, 1998-June 30, 1999 
PADS forms in July 1999 for analysis, the information on these forms will be linked with information 
already in ADP’s fiscal database and in the Master Provider File (MPF).  In order to assure that the 
prevention provider information in the MPF is correct, we are enclosing a listing of your county’s 
primary prevention providers who receive funding through your Negotiated Net Amount (NNA) 
Contract for your review and correction.  These are the providers for which counties are to submit 
PADS reports to ADP. 

 
To make corrections to your list, please do the following by June 25, 1999: 
• If you have a provider name or address correction, strike out the incorrect information, write in 

the correct information, and return the listing with these changes to Margaret Cossey, Prevention 
Services Division, Second Floor, Alcohol and Drug Programs, 1700 K Street, Sacramento, CA 
95814, telephone (9l6) 324-4468. 

 
• If a provider needs to be added or identified as inactive, you must initiate this request to the 

Contracts Management Section of the Programs Operation Division, Alcohol and Drug Programs, 
1700 K Street, Sacramento, CA 95814, because providers are stated in the terms and conditions of 
your NNA contract.  Contracts Management oversees that NNA contract and has the authority to 
approve changes in the MPF.  Also, for information only, note these changes on your enclosed 
listing and return to Ms. Cossey. 

 
• If you do not have changes on this listing, please write “no changes” on the form and return to 

Ms. Cossey. 
 

Discussion of No. 2 – Information.  The PADS Error Report is run after the information submitted by the 
county is entered into the database.  This report shows information that was missing, incorrect, or 
inconsistent on your providers’ January 1, 1998 – June 30, 1998 reports.  If you have questions regarding this 
error report, please call Ms. Cossey at the above number. 
 

Discussion of No. 3 – Action Applicable Counties.  Of the state’s 434 prevention providers identified in the 
NNA contracts as receiving ADP funds for prevention services for FY 1997-1998, 358, or approximately 82 
percent, have submitted PADS forms for the January 1, 1998-June 30, 1998 reporting period.  Counties that 
have not submitted PADS forms for all their prevention providers for this period will find a list of missing 
providers enclosed.  Please review whether these providers, in fact, did provide prevention services during 
the half-year reporting period and submit a set of PADS forms for those providers - it is not too late.  The 
accuracy of reports that you will receive from the PADS database this summer will reflect the 
comprehensiveness of information submitted by your county.
