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Submissions to the Criminal Justice Success Stories page are invited at any time. 

Submissions do not need to follow any specific templates, guidelines, or format.  Submissions will be accepted in virtually any format, i.e. Word, PDF, or even handwritten notes or letters from the clients themselves.  Photos are also welcomed, either via e-mailing of digital files or mailing of hardcopies.   For those without the equipment to scan hardcopy documents or photos, we can scan them for you and return the originals.

A signed consent form will need to be included with each submission.  The consent form can be requested via e-mail at any time using the link on the Success Stories web page.

After signature, the consent form should be either scanned to PDF and e-mailed, or faxed separately (see fax number below), but the Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs (ADP) does need to be in possession of at least a copy of the signed consent form prior to posting of the personal story.  Electronic copies of consent forms will be kept on file at ADP but not displayed on the web page entries.
