AND TIMELINES
NOTE:  Timelines are based on a July 1 signature of the Budget Act

January 2
Contract Boilerplate revision process begins.  Contract boilerplate reviewed by ADP and CADPAAC.  

Timeline is applicable ONLY when initiating the Multi-Year Contract (Note: This timeline starts in the fiscal year prior to the first year of the multi-year contract).
March 1
The preliminary allocation is forwarded to the Fiscal Management and Accountability Branch (FMAB) of the Program Services Division (PSD).

April 16
FMAB sends contracts to the counties (Exhibit A1 only).  

July 1
Multi-year contracts are due to ADP.  The Board of Supervisor (BOS) or designee-approved contracts must sign the contracts.  Per Health and Safety Code, an additional 30 days is available to submit the multi-year contract).  
Initial Contract Amendment for all Fiscal Years in the Multi-Year Contract

July 1
Governor’s Budget Act is signed.

September 1
Contract amendments (Exhibit A1’s only) are sent to Counties.  (Issued within 60 days from release of Final Allocation based on the Governor’s Budget Act)
December 1
Contract amendments are due to ADP (due within 90 days from issuance by ADP).  If the initial contract amendment is not fully executed by June 30 of the specific fiscal year, the county will lose any additional federal funding above the amount awarded in the multi-year contract.  

Final Contract Amendment for all Fiscal Years in the Multi-Year Contracts

March 1
Proposed final contract information is prepared by ADP and sent to the counties for review and approval.  

April 1 
Final contract amendments are sent to counties for signature (based on proposed final contract information and discussion with the counties).
June 1
Signed final contract amendments are due to ADP.  
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
