4. Center Point
-Do voice messages get picked up everyday? Yes, the greetings are being changed

-Have just hired a new Case Manager for Santa Clara County

-High referrals from Lewis Rd., Brian will express that another day at Lewis Rd. is much 

 needed.  

-Appointments are 1 month out at Lewis Road and 1½ month at Coleman, discussion took 

 place

-Clients are doing standby, if Brian’s actual appointment does not show then he will see 

 another client

Center Point CSC indicated that there are lengthy wait lists for assessments at both the Coleman and Lewis Road Parole Offices. These assessments are completed by Center Point CSCs prior to the parolee being referred for a treatment appointment. Since Case Managers are available on a very limited basis assessments are often scheduled 6 - 8 weeks out which is unrealistic and non-productive given the population we are all working with. Parolees schedule and then fail to follow through with the appointment due to the "wait time."

 

To assist in dealing with the lack of coverage we have implemented a separate track where Parole Agents can refer to programs directly so long as the CDC Activity Report (1502 form) is forwarded to Center Point Case Managers. Center Point then becomes responsible for going to the programs and doing a post-assessment to meet reporting requirements. This parallel track has some success with a few agents taking the lead and making the referrals. Unfortunately having two referral sources can be confusing and may impact the parolee entering the system at the appropriate level of care. 

The addition of CSCs by Center Point would certainly alleviate the bulk of problems we are currently experiencing with our BASN referrals.
