2. BASN Extensions

· Extensions are OK

· OP should request extension and coordinate with THU

· OP can combine request  if both OP and THU needed

· OP can request just OP extension, if OP not needed

3. Utilization Issues

Per group discussion, these are ongoing issues with Center Point (CP) that have not been resolved. Issues noted:

· When Providers have vacancies, cannot reach CP to request a referral and it is also difficult to reach the P.O., who often doesn’t know what to do.

· When this happens:  Provider should:

· Call Providers (see if they have a client in need of bed/slot)

· Then call Parole
· Then, call Jim Horrigan (who will try to reach CP or Parole)
· Problems with faxing Admits/Discharge Forms and 1502 Forms to CP; they fax, fax receipt is confirmed, but CP doesn’t receive and Providers must re-fax
· AACI and Pathway give hard-copies to the CP Case Mgrs., when they are at their sites seeing clients; CP will accept, but insists on receiving same forms by fax.

· Monthly Reconciliation Reports, are not accurately updated by CP, creating duplication of efforts for Providers who want the reports accurate.

· See last meeting’s Minutes for more issues 
· Jolene will invite Carolyn Graham, CP Director, to next month’s meeting to hear the group’s concerns.  Note: the Providers, unanimously, are happy with the CP Case Managers, Brian and Vivian.  Amy will provide Carolyn’s contact info to Jolene.
· Question re: utilization:  Providers are under the impression that clients must spend 90 days in Res and 90 days in OP with/without THU.  Jolene said BASN clients should be treated the same as ASOC clients, i.e., no time frame for levels of care, but length of stay determined by client’s individual treatment needs.  Jolene and Raymond to research this and report back.

· Jolene will email Providers with effective date

· Jolene asked Raymond if BASN funding pays for “extensions”, once approved by Parole; Raymond will research the answer.
