Solano County BASN Parolee Services Network (PSN) Monthly Team Meeting Minutes

January 8, 2008
1. Welcome and Introductions were made by Solano County BASN Program Coordinator/Contract Manager, Raquel Rodriguez.  Carol Roberts, SSAC Recovery Services and Lloyd Gieg, Genesis House were excused due to a commitment at the Solano County Board of Supervisors Meeting. Shamia Women’s – Not in attendance.  Genesis House & SSAC – Excused

2. Minutes were reviewed.  No corrections were made 
3. No representative was present from the Alumni Association.

4. Reports:


a.   Providers:   Pharmatox – 5 slots full. 2 admissions, 2 discharges, Recovery Connections – 7 in program, 2 admits, 1 discharge; Katargeo – 6 in program, 1 discharge; House of Acts – 12 beds, 3 admits, 4 discharges; Healthy Partnerships-
15 in, 6 admits, 1 discharge, 20 total; Genesis House- 4 beds full, SSACE Detox-18 admits, 18 discharges =92 bed days; John’s Place SLE- 2 beds full=62 bed days; Shamia Women’s Residential – 1 bed full.

Linda Simmons stated that she did not know nor had she conducted an assessment of 4 of Healthy Partnerships admits.  Maria Morgan said she had faxed over the form, but that she would review the clients with her after the meeting.

b. Case Management:  Linda Simmons reported that she’s trying her best to get to all the programs to conduct the assessments/visits.  It is very difficult at times due because she also has responsibility for SASCA/Prop 36.  She continues to use her personal cell phone for business calls.  Linda gave the team a “heads up” that she will be moving on as soon as she finds other employment as it is costing her out-of-pocket expenses as there is a significant delay in getting mileage reimbursement and limits on travel.  Reports that the paperwork issue has improved.  Raquel expressed concern over the high turnover with Center Point CSC’s.  It is disruptive and frustrating.
c. Parole – Stan Hicks reported that parole business is status quo and asked the group if they were experiencing any problems with the parole unit concerning BASN referrals/placements/paperwork.  Everybody reported that the communications with parole agents has been good.  Stan encouraged the team to please contact him, should there been an issue that may require his attention.  Phone number is: (707)428-2016.

d. ADP – Cindy Smith was not in attendance at this meeting.

e. County – Raquel distributed the expenditure/utilization reports to each provider which gives them their programs allocation status as 12/31/2007.
Raquel provides this report to providers every month in order to help the staff gauge their allocation/expenditures.  Raquel reminded all the providers to continue to monitor their expenditures on a monthly average so their funds will carry them through June 30, 2008 (end of 2007-2008 fiscal year).  Detox will have exhausted their funding by the end of February 2008.  Raquel will send out announcement to providers about the mid-year report and redirection of funds.  

Raquel reported that she is conducting her annual “Mid-Year” report for the purpose of redirecting funds that are projected to be unspent by programs in order to maximize availability of treatment for parolees.  Again, she emphasized that Solano County Substance Abuse Services is not in any position to “bail-out” BASN this year.  As a matter of fact, the Substance Abuse Program is in the red for well over $580,000 this fiscal year.  There is a budget crises and administration will be making cutbacks on non-BASN contracts.
5. Discussion:

Raquel reported to the team that her supervisor, Del Royer, Substance Abuse Administrator had asked her if the majority of the BASN parolees utilizing detox are entering/placed into a treatment program.  Linda Simmons stated that very few parolees using detox are placed into treatment.  Ms. Simmons stated that there is really no set process for placements/referrals, and that for the most part the parolees just bounce in and out of detox (revolving door).  Linda also stated that sometimes SASCA/Prop 36 eligible clients use BASN funding and that detox needed a better protocol for screening BASN referrals. Raquel said that we should discuss the detox issue at next month’s meeting and have Carol Roberts present/share the detox referrals/placements during our February 5, 2008 meeting.  The team agreed to Rockies’ suggestion of having SSAC Detox do a presentation at next month’s meeting.  Rockie will talk to Carol Roberts and invite them to present.
Raquel reminded the team that monthly reports are due to her by the 3rd of every month (for the previous month’s activities).  There continues to be a couple of programs that are not getting their reports in on time.  Rockie reminded representatives to be sure that the monthly report matches the billing invoice/claim.  Sometimes the monthly reported numbers do not match the billing invoice.  This will delay payment to providers, as they will have to correct/resubmit invoice and correct the monthly report.  This, in turn delays Rockies’ ability to get her report into State ADP in a timely manner.
