Solano County Monthly BASN (Parolee Services Network) Team Meeting Minutes

July 3, 2007

1. Welcome and introductions were made by Raquel “Rockie” Rodriguez, Solano County BASN Coordinator. ADP supervisor (Kurt Klemencic) and Cindy Smith, Parolee Services Analyst (ADP) were welcomed to the team. Those in attendance were the following:

Pharmatox (Shawn)and Angelika from Recovery Connection (non-residential) were not in attendance. Angelika had a medical appointment.  Laura Kelley, HP is on vacation.  
2. Minutes for the June 5, 2007 meeting were not available.  They will be sent via email next couple of weeks.

3. Alumni Association – Frank Wilson was not in attendance.  They have received a grant via Fighting Back Partnership in Vallejo to establish more aftercare housing (SLE’s).  Raquel will contact them and invite them to a future meeting to share the projects and activities.

4. Provider Reports: 
       a.   Shamia had none for June and one referral today.

Genesis House has 2 static capacity beds.  Currently have one and another referral today.


Healthy Partnerships (Fairfield) has 10 slots full and one graduating.

SSAC (Southern Solano Alcohol Council) – Detox had 7 admits and 7 discharges.  106 bed days.

John’s Place SLE – 4 beds full, 1 coming in. 50 bed days in June.

Katargeo has 10 slots full.  5 admissions

House of Acts has 2 pro bono for June that will be going into BASN slots.  The County did not authorize payment for these two.

Pharmatox and Recovery Connection were not in attendance.  However, reports for the month of June are due by 5 pm today.  
b. Case Management – Mary Borchers, Community Services Coordinator – Center Point.  Mary provided the group with her cell phone number, (707)235-3326.  Her current schedule is as follows:  Tuesday – Vallejo Parole Unit (707)648-5372, Fairfield Parole Unit on Fridays (8 am – 5:30 pm).  Mondays and Wednesdays Mary is conducting site visits and case management appointments.  Referrals have been coming steady and have been referred directly to Solano County Substance Abuse Services to be assessed by county and paid with regular NNA dollars.  
c. Parole – Stan Hicks.  Stan continues to be a gracious host and team player.  He provided the group with refreshments today also.  Stan reported that he is currently the interim administrator in addition to his regular duties as the unit supervisor.  

d. CDCR- Kevin Hoffman was not in attendance at this meeting.  

e. ADP – Cindy Smith- Cindy announced that she is Solano County’s newly assigned BASN (Parolee Services Liaison) Analyst.  She was in attendance with Kurt Klemencic, ADP-PSN Supervisor.  Kurt Klemencic announced that that there was a recent change in ADP Policy about site visits to treatment providers.  Site visits performed by the Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs’ (ADP) PSN liaisons will no longer be unannounced as a matter of routine. PSN liaison analysts will contact county PSN coordinators or treatment providers to arrange all site visits in advance.  An official written policy will be distributed very shortly by Millicent Gomes, Deputy Director, Office of Criminal Justice Collaboration. Further discussion by Kurt Klemencic about CDCR now establishing an on-going relationship w/Prop 36, law enforcement, director of OSAP.  Also that it has been noted/documented that the BASN/PSN program is one of the only programs that has not even received a cost of living increase in the past 15 yrs.  We already know that there has been no increase in PSN/BASN allocations since its inception 15 years ago.  Kurt is optimistic and believes that there are proactive efforts to support increase in funding.  However, it will require a cooperative/collaboration on the part of all parties involved.  There are many examples of treatment providers providing pro-bono treatment for BASN/PSN clients after their allocations have been exhausted.  The same goes for the County Substance Abuse Program Services.  Kurt asked all of the team members, county coordinator, parole, etc. to forward via email their experiences in all these areas that would support such a need/request.  He assigned Cindy the contact person responsible for compiling this type of information/data, to enable us to present it in a comprehensive manner.  One of the vehicles to improve and share communications, resources and ideas amongst the BASN/PSN network will be to post participating BASN Counties Monthly Team Meeting Minutes on the PSN website.  PSN has a sub-site.  Raquel has agreed to forward the minutes to Kurt/Cindy for posting onto the website. 
Another request/suggestion by Kurt was for providers to share pictures of graduates and success stories that can also be posted.  Providers would need to obtain a permission/release from the individuals prior to posting.  This is all in an effort to “bring home” to the administrators/bureaucrats and the public the importance of and success of treatment.  Everyone thought that this was a great idea and approach.  
Shamia reported that July 26, 2007 they were hosting an awards ceremony at the Community Presbyterian Church on Georgia Street.  They are going to try and get some photos of these successes to post on the PSN website.
Kathy Jett has established a “Strike Team”. Kurt reported that two strike teams created by Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger in May 2007 have begun planning an effort to guide CDCR in its effort to reduce overcrowding and increase rehabilitation and reentry opportunities statewide.  Both strike teams will report their recommendations and provide a progress roadmap directly to CDCR Secretary James E. Tilton as well as provide key recommendations on construction and rehabilitation challenges.  Their work is expected to continue through the summer of 2008.  One strike team will direct reform of prison rehabilitation programs; the other will ensure that the construction of correctional facilities is expedited.  The teams are made up of more than 20 experts from universities, community organizations and state government.  The two strike teams will work in tandem together.
Kathy Jett, Director of CDCR’s Division of Addiction and recovery Services and former Director of the Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs (ADP), will chair the Rehabilitation Strike Team.  She will be joined by a public-private team that includes: Joan Petersilia, PhD, Professor, Criminology, Law & Society Director, UCI Center on Evidence-Based Corrections; Jose Millan, Vice Chancellor, Economic Development & Workforce Preparation, California Community Colleges, Nena Messina, PhD. Principal Researcher, UCLA Institute of Substance Abuse Treatment; Matt Power, Director, PRIDE Industries (Sacramento); Mimi Budd, retired Chief Counsel, ADP, along with several other consultants.
f. County – Raquel reminded everyone that all monthly reports are due to her by the third day of every month.  Also, that July 1, 2007 is the beginning of the new fiscal year for BASN/PSN.  It is actually the beginning of the second year in the three-year cycle.  July 2008-June 2009 is the third year.  An RFP process will be administered around February of 2009 for the next cycle to begin in July 2009.

Raquel “Rockie” also reminded providers to be diligent in monitoring their expenditures/utilization (capacity) as delineated in their contracts with the county for providing parolee treatment services.  

5. There was discussion about parolees (BASN) with co-existing disorders, in particular mental health and resources for services and treatment programs that are available to this population.  There continues to be a need for education and understanding of addressing these client’s issues, so that there is a comprehensive and collaborative approach.  Raquel will invite someone that can provide some insight as to services and protocol for this issue.  Currently, the POC’s from parole looked to the County for resources and assistance.

6. Meeting was adjourned at 11:55 a.m.  The next meeting will be on Tuesday, August 7th, 2007, 10:30 a.m. – 12 noon.
