Healthy Partnerships, 13 in program, 2 admissions, 7 discharged

b. Presentation by Carol Roberts, Southern Solano Alcohol Council, Detox & John’s Place (SLE) Program Director and Mary Saavedra, staff.  Carol and Maria did an excellent and informative presentation on the detox referrals and protocols.  They also distributed the SSAC BASN (Detox) Annual Report (7/1/06 thru 6/30/07).  The report is attached and it reflects a total of 98 admissions, 96 discharges for a total of 569 bed days.

Once a parolee is admitted into detox, immediate steps are taken to transition the individual into treatment.  Referrals sources include, but are not limited to: Genesis House, House of Acts, Archway Recovery, Emani, Principles, the Hope Program, Recovery Connection, Pharmatox, Healthy Partnerships, Volunteers Of America, BASN Case Manager, Parole, Hospital, Mission Solano (12 Step), Christian Help Center, SLE, POC, etc.   Sixty-five of the detox admissions were unduplicated.  Thirteen clients had two admissions, but seven of the thirteen had co-existing (dual diagnosis) issues, such as severe childhood abuse.  One client had four admissions; however, this individual had mother-son childhood incest issues). He had gone undiagnosed.  Carol emphasized that the “revolving-door syndrome” was virtually non-inexistence because she and the staff make a concentrated effort to insure that these clients are successfully transitioned into some form of treatment, along with ancillary services.  SSAC Detox has a very good working relationship with the local parole offices and agents.  If a client is not interested in treatment then they are referred back to their parole agent for follow-up.  Detox provides the 12-Step Meetings on site, so as to provide the individuals an opportunity to see and experience what 12 Steps consist of.  Many individuals have myths and fears about the program.  It is mandatory for detox residents to attend these meetings while on site.  This really helps to diffuse any preconceived notions and the stigma they might have.
