November 4, 2008 Monthly Team Meeting Minutes

1. Welcome and introductions were made by Raquel Rodriguez, Solano County BASN/PSN Program Manager.  The following individuals were in attendance at this meeting.  Our guest was Renee Jones, Center Point from the ICPTP.  There were only seven individuals in attendance at this meeting.  Pharmatox, House of Acts and Healthy Partnerships called this morning to inform me that they were unable to attend today’s meeting.  It was a short meeting.

2. Minutes from the October 7, 2008 meeting were reviewed.  Carol Roberts made a correction under item #2- correcting the name Ray to Roger Maryatt.  Correction has been made and minutes were accepted.

3. BASN Alumni Association- There has not been a BASN Alumni representative in attendance for quite some time and we do not have any updates other than they are still conducting monthly meetings at the JFK Library in Vallejo.

4. Reports:

a. Providers:  SSAC/John’s Place SLE: 0 admissions. One new one in and there is no slots available.

Detox:  10 admissions, 7 discharges for a total of 55 bed days. Referrals have increased.

Genesis House – 2 slots full, can take 1 more.

Recovery Connection- 4 slots full, two will graduate in two weeks. There are two in the ABC program.  Can take 6 more.

Shamia: 0 .

Healthy Partnerships:  Thirteen beginning, 3 admit, 6 discharges for a total of 10 in the program.

House of Acts: Eight in the program. 4 admit 2 discharges.

Katargeo: Four admits two discharges.

Pharmatox: Six in program. 2 admit 2 discharges.

b. Case Management: Linda Simmons.  Linda was promoted to Senior Community Services Coordinator a few months ago and is fulfilling the role of her new position which requires supervision of other CSC’s, as well as continuing as Solano County’s CSC.  Center Point has not been successful in filling the position that Linda has vacated.  The Center Point Manager responsible for SASCA (which includes BASN/PSN) is Jaclyn Galstan.  Her phone number is (415)456-6655.  The team is anxious for this position to be filled, so that Linda Simmons is not stretched too thin.  
c. Parole:  Stan Hicks.  Everything is status quo around the office.  Mr. Hicks has been busy interviewing and filling vacancies.

d. ADP – Cindy Smith was not able to attend today’s meeting.  The State is limiting the travel for staff to a quarterly basis.  CDCR staff, Cindy Nules, Alexandria Paterno and April Bonner was unable to attend as planned due to the same restrictions on travel by the State.

e. Solano County:  Reminded providers that monthly reports are due by the third of every month.  Expenditures and utilization are right on track, although the referrals dropped significantly during the past two months.  The RFP for the next three-year cycle will be released in mid-January.  It will be handled by General Services to keep consistent with county Request-for-Proposals process.  However, Raquel will be pulling together and facilitating the review panel/process.
