Monthly Team Meeting

September 2, 2008
1. Welcome and introductions were made by Raquel “Rockie” Rodriguez, Solano County BASN (Bay Area Services Network), Program Coordinator and contract manager for parolee services.  This is the 3rd meeting of the 2008-2009 fiscal year & third year of the 3-yr. cycle.

Those in attendance at the meeting were: Lloyd Gieg, Genesis House, Louis Wright, Katargeo, Shawn Bartlett, Pharmatox, Linda Simmons, Center Point, Carol Roberts, SSAC Recovery (detox and John’s Place SLE), Stan Hicks, FF Parole, Vern Cummings and Angelika Shanley, Recovery Connection.  Maria Morgan from Healthy Partnership was unable to attend today’s meeting.  House of Acts was not present.  Cindy Smith, State ADP was not in attendance.

2. The August 5, 2008 meeting was canceled so there were no minutes.

3. No BASN Alumni representative has been in attendance for some time.

4.
Provider Reports:

Recovery Connection – 5 parolees enrolled in the program.  Open for 7 more.


Pharmatox – 10 enrolled in the program.

SSAC – 1 successful completion in SLE. Still in SLE and attending outpatient and paying own way now.  Detox has 2, 8 admissions, 9 discharges for 45 bed days.


Katargeo – 4 in program (re-admits from last fiscal year).  2 possible discharges.


Genesis House – 3 in program. One about to complete w/six months.

Shamia – 16 discharges.  They had an incident on Friday.  Someone allegedly found glass in the food.  Nobody would admit/take responsibility for putting the glass in the food, so the director had no alternative but to discharge everyone in the house.   
House of Acts – not present but has 7 in the program and 5 referrals.

Healthy Partnerships – 11 in program and 4 referrals.

b) Case Management – Linda Simmons has been promoted to a Sr. Community Services Coordinator.  She is still handling the screenings/referrals/placements for Solano County until a replacement is found.  Referrals have been down.  Linda believes it is due to the new in-custody treatment program Carolyn Graham is the newly hired program manager for parolee services for Center Point.  

c) Parole – Stan Hicks.  Still waiting for the State budget to be signed.  Not having a signed budget makes it very difficult for everyone.

d) ADP – Cindy Smith – Not in attendance.

e) Solano County -  Raquel announced that this is the third year of the BASN/PSN three-year cycle.  The County will be conducting an RFP (request-for-proposal) bidding process beginning in January 2009.  The process will be completed and ready with new contracts/contractors for start-up on July 1, 2009.  Providers asked if the process will be handled internally by Substance Abuse or by the County’s new RFP process.  Raquel stated that she and Del had discussed it and were running it by General Services.  Our preference it to conduct the process internally.  We will see if this is feasible.  The State BASN/PSN allocation remains the same for Solano County.  That is $400,000.00 and $360,000.00 goes out to bid for treatment services to be provided by providers in the community.

5.
Discussion – Lloyd provided insight and information on Proposition 5 which is called NORA (The Nonviolent Offender Rehabilitation Act) which will be on the ballot November 4th’s election.  It is the most ambitious sentencing and prison reform in U.S. history.  See attachment.
6. Announcements – Carol Roberts and Lloyd handed out fliers for the “7th Annual Recovery Rally” entitled “Join the Voices for Recovery: Real People, Real Recovery”!September 20th, Recovery Rally.  11 a.m. to 4 pm. at the City Park in Vallejo.  It is being sponsored by the Solano Prevention and Recovery Alliance – SPRA & The Vallejo Fighting Back Partnership.  Mayor Osby Davis is going to be the keynote speaker.  Al Fleming’s family will be presented with the “James McGarver, Jr. Award”.  Al died earlier this year.  There will be a free barbeque, music, booths by providers/community agencies.  Testimonials/success stories by individuals.
