· Provider Reports

· Athena House  - Report that house is currently full.  There is no one on waiting list.  Will advise M. Leach next available bed.
· DAAC - Turning Point – Currently have two clients, one leaving mid August, no one on waiting list.  
· Orenda Center (Residential) – Reported one client in Men’s Long Term program with interview/intake at 31 day program on Sat., 7/14.  Noted that they could take a 31-day woman at any time. 
· Orenda Center (Outpatient)  - Although 15 on the roster attendance has been down with this particular cohort.  Would like to continue with multiple referrals on Friday mornings.

· Latino Commission (Residential) – All clients doing well.  The female client will be graduating shortly.  It is advisable to hold referrals until remaining two clients are within a few weeks of discharge.

· County, Claudia Brennan – Expressed encouragement of programs to stay in front of utilization, that it may be advisable to carry a waiting list early in the year in order to avoid trying to play catch up.  The 06/07 contract year was complicated with the loss of CenterPoint case management for the first half of the contract year.  Touched on the importance of an open and ongoing relationship with CenterPoint liaison and the difficulty it imposes when there is a vacancy in that position as well as the learning curve of new case managers. 

· CDCR OSAP/Parole – no one present.  Kevin Hoffman reported by prior email that they have not filled the position vacated by Georgia Cooper.  He will be the contact person for the time being.

· Center Point – Michael Leach reports he is still in learning mode.  He’s getting plenty of referrals and is establishing relationships with the providers and parole.  Introduced several forms that needed clarification.  Tomi Seon agreed that information, explanation and dissemination of the proposed “OSAP Activity Report” would be through the County coordinator.   Another fax form was introduced to track referral no-shows.  Tomi is monitoring BASN client data as it is received in their offices off the FAX machine.  Some discussion was had about faxed documents getting lost and it was agreed that no-shows could also be emailed to him at tseon@cpinc.org.

· ADP – Cindy Smith is our new County liaison replacing Alisa Nelson.  She was accompanied by three other staff members from ADP/PSN.  She reported that they are now fully staffed and all are looking forward to responding to oversight and coordinating needs of PSN stakeholders.  She walked us through the Parolee Services Programs home page at adp.ca.gov/ParoleeServices.  Please take a moment and review what is available on this page which is still in the developmental stage.  It should be a good resource for following many of the issues, updates and general information about Parolee Services and ADP.
