· Provider Reports

· Athena House  -  Both women are doing well with one scheduled for a successful completion in mid April.
· DAAC - Turning Point – All four clients are stable, doing well.  Turning Point is experiencing a functioning, “clean house” during this period and is getting to know their new director of residential services.
· Orenda Center (Residential)  - One stable client currently readying to go into the long term program with a new client coming into the 31 day program tomorrow.
· Orenda Center (Outpatient)  - The Intensive Outpatient program is finally up to capacity with minimum discharges and a  waiting list.  They have requested that referrals be held until the end of the month pending absorption of clients on the waiting list.
· Latino Commission (Residential) – not present
· County, Claudia Brennan reported that the county is currently in discussions that could mean the closure of the outpatient and residential services the county provides at the Orenda Center.  The proposal to cut these services are the result of budget short falls and may result in the transfer of services to county contractors as soon as July 1, 2008.  The county is currently working with local providers to ensure that no services are lost to any of our clients.  There should not be a disruption of services for any current BASN clients except for the location services are offered.
Claudia also reiterated that the Center Point reporting process continues to be very problematic, that Center Point is completely unresponsive in upgrading their reporting procedures let alone being cooperative or accommodating in addressing these issues.

· CDCR OSAP/Parole – Sandra reported that there was not a long waiting list for parolees needing services and that referrals to Michael were being processed smoothly.  
· Center Point – Michael reports that he is working hard to keep capacity filled.  All present were appreciative of his efforts.
· ADP – Cindy stated that they are working on ironing out Cal-OMS problems with BASN/SACPA reporting.  They continue to work on improving coordination with CDCR, PSN and Center Point.
