· Provider Reports

· Athena House  - Has two relatively new clients both of whom give indication of being a good fit and staying in treatment.  There will be a successful completion on 11/19
· DAAC - Turning Point  - Two filled BASN beds with vacancy for 1 but no beds available to fill as of this date.
· Orenda Center (Residential) – Have two men currently in the residential program with one female on the waiting list.

· Orenda Center (Outpatient)  - Census is at 11 and referrals are down.  Encouraged Mike to send as many folks as possible for Outpatient Treatment

· Latino Commission (Residential)  - Two women are in Casa Theresa and one man in the men’s program waiting for access to “official” BASN status.

· County, Claudia Brennan:  Encouraged CenterPoint case manager (Mike) to stay in contact with the programs and to increase referrals.  Most county team members did not know that CP case manager did not have a cell phone or email address/access provided by his employer.  He has been using his own cell phone and is otherwise only accessible through the Parole office provided extension.  It was strongly encouraged by all at the table that CP consider internet access as well as a cell phone to improve communication between the providers and the CP case manager.

· CDCR DARS/Parole, Sandra Figueredo:  Discussed their case management of “290” parolees with one agent monitoring cases referred to outpatient programs.  Changes in DARS and Parole Board procedures and referrals continue to create some confusion on our end about how parolees get to treatment.  

· Center Point, Mike Leach:  Continuing to work on staying in front of vacancies in treatment programs.  

· ADP, Cindy Smith:  Continues to encourage us to send in success stories that can be posted to web site to enhance the hard work we all do.  Her office is also working with CP to clarify forms they use as well as other communication and flow issues.  She was in Santa Rosa earlier in the month with her peers to tour and learn more about the county run Orenda Center where residential and outpatient services are conducted for BASN clients.  She had good things to say about her visit.
