Provider Reports

Athena House has one client with a dual diagnosis.  She initially declined the additional psych services available through Parole but accepted the limited services available through CMSP.  Michael will ask if she’s willing to accept psych services through parole.  If she is, Michael will contact her parole officer to begin the process of reconnecting with parole psych services. 
DAAC - Turning Point has two clients and expects to have another one admitted soon.  
Latino Commission No representative.  Records indicate there may be two beds filled.  

Orenda Center (Residential) has two clients in the long term men’s program and plans to accept a new client for Orenda’s short term program. 
Orenda Center (Outpatient) has 14 clients and one on the waiting list.  Claudia asked Michael to continue to refer parolees to build the waiting list.
ADP 
Staff that had been allocated to NORA have now had been able to return to other duties.  Cindy will be scheduling site visits to each BASN treatment provider during the next few weeks.  Each visit will be approximately three to four hours.  At a minimum, she will inspect the facility, observe a group and meet with a BASN participant.  She will send a check list to each provider to help them prepare for the visit.  
The work plan for Sonoma County is expected to be approved next week.  A letter confirming the acceptance of the work plan may be mailed as soon as next week.  

The governor has proposed an increase of 5 cents per drink to the alcohol tax.  Revenue would be used for fund Drug Courts and Prop 36.
CDCR DARS

April will be making unannounced site visits for parolee programs other than BASN.  
Matt Cate was appointed as Secretary of CDCR in May 2008.  

April distributed a draft continuing care chart for the various treatment programs in CDCR.  

Staff were able to attend the Recovery Happens Rally in Sacramento last September.

The interagency FY 2008-09 contract between CDCR and ADP is hoped to be finalized soon.  
CDCR will be providing trainings in ethics, boundaries and burn-out prevention for staff working in substance abuse.  April will send dates and locations when they are finalized.  

At this time, there are no cuts proposed to the BASN allocations to the Counties.  
Parole

Ric reminded the group that parolees are much more likely to consider a treatment program if they have met staff from that program.  Therefore, providers are requested to send staff to the Parole and Community Team meetings that are held at the TASC Office Conference Room (1250 Coddingtown, Santa Rosa) every first and third Tuesday of each month from 10:00 to 11:00 a.m.  Programs present in a panel format.  Come prepared to summarize your program in two to three minutes.  Cathleen will provide treatment program email addresses to John Jacobs so that he can send meeting reminders.  
Jim asked Ric to thank all the parole agents for calling prior to visiting parolees at Orenda’s residential program.  This has been working very well.  Ric mentioned that some agents have been assigned specialized case loads, which has increased the case loads for other agents.  This may make it more difficult for agents to phone prior to visiting.  
Center Point

Participants thanked Michael again for his work to keep the beds and slots filled and the regular communication between all key staff.  

Michael continues to not have an email address through Center Point.  The group discussed the various on-going problems with the paper and fax system for transmitting admit and discharge information.  Cindy and April shared that there are meetings at the state level to discuss the best ways to electronically transmit data with confidentiality safeguards.  CalOMS could be used in the future to report on data that is already being collected.  Cathleen asked that CDCR request feedback from the county on the data collected prior to releasing the next IA request for proposals.  
Due to ongoing problems with the reconciliation system, each program may decide how to respond to Center Point’s request for corrections.  Renee is working with Center Point’s data program to improve the corrections process (including communication of corrections back to programs).  
Michael brought fliers for the “Gangs:  Customs, Practices, Sociology and Identifiers” training to be held in Sacramento on December 15th. Information and registration at www.code4.org
County

Cathleen is serving as the interim BASN Coordinator.  David may become the Coordinator in March 2009.  In the meantime, Cathleen and David are both learning BASN requirements.
Admit and discharge forms are now to be faxed to 565.6964 to the attention of the BASN Coordinator.  Michael will ask Center Point to revise the admit discharge forms to indicate these two changes.  Cathleen is verifying admit/discharge information with SWITS and will contact treatment providers if there are any discrepancies.

The Request for Proposals for the next three year BASN window are being prepared.  We hope to be able to distribute the proposals by early January.
