Provider Reports

Athena House has two clients and will be ready to accept a new client around February 10th.  Jenna will keep Michael informed of any changes.
DAAC - Turning Point has three clients and may add one more client.  
Latino Commission No representative.  Records indicate there are no clients at this time.  Cathleen will check current utilization and let Michael know if any parolees may be placed.  
Orenda Center (Residential) has one client in the long term men’s program and three in short term treatment.  Jim would like Michael to identify a new client for long term program. 
Orenda Center (Outpatient) has 12 clients.  Claudia thanked Michael for sending many recent referrals.  They would like to add a minimum of four more clients and begin a waiting list.  
Providers briefly discussed how they address client use of medical marijuana.  Parole complies with the law regarding parolee use.  In addition to requiring the medical marijuana card, they require a letter from the parolees certified physician verifying the prescription.  

ADP 
Cindy asked that the treatment programs submit an incident report to ADP when there are significant issues or when programs are closed.  She will email a copy of the incident report, with an attachment that defines the various incidents that trigger a report, to Cathleen.  She will then forward to all programs.  We will review this report at the March meeting.  

Cindy distributed her business cards to those who did not currently have one.

Elvira Diaz is leaving ADP for a position in CDCR.  Cindy’s work load may increase for a time if she is needed to cover some of Alvira’s work.  

She thanked the County for submitting accurate and timely reports.

Parole

Ric’s office has received written communication that, as of this moment, there will be no reductions to parole programs.  

Ric reminded programs to send a representative to the Parole and Community Team meetings that are held at the TASC Office Conference Room (1250 Coddingtown, Santa Rosa) every first and third Tuesday of each month from 10:00 to 11:00 a.m.  John recently sent a twelve month meeting schedule to some of the programs.  Ric will ask John to email the schedule to Jenna as well.  Remember that parolees are much more likely to consider treatment if they have met staff from a program.  Be prepared to summarize your program in two to three minutes.  
Center Point

Center Point is preparing for an audit by the state.  

Some treatment programs have been submitting additional paperwork to Michael when a client is discharged.  Michael has been passing this information along to the appropriate parole agent.  Michael only needs to receive the BASN discharge form.  Ric will ask the parole agents if this additional information is valuable.  If it isn’t, Michael will shred any additional information. 

Cathleen reminded programs that each of them may decide how to respond to Center Point’s reconciliation reports.  Once this process becomes more accurate, the team can revisit this.
Jenna asked about how to provide BASN services to a client exiting treatment funded by SASCA.  Michael and Ric explained that parole agents refer to BASN.  If a program has a SASCA client that is in need of additional treatment services, please contact Michael.  He will consult with that parolee’s agent, who can then make a determination about referring.
Michael will invite Carolyn Graham to the March meeting so that she can meet new participants and answer questions.  The group found her attendance at a meeting last year to be very helpful.  
Participants thanked Michael again for his work to keep the beds and slots filled and the regular communication between all key staff.
