WELCOME AND OPENING COMMENTS

John Martino, Service Chief II, ADAS

John Martino opened the meeting with self-introductions.

STATE ADP UPDATE

Terrance Jackson advised that there has been a change in state ADP policy regarding site visits. State ADP officials will no longer conduct unannounced off-site visits due to safety issues.   Providers are to work directly with ADP officials to make reservations for site visits. The Site Visit protocol form will be provided to contract providers in advance.  Contract providers are expected to have this form filled out prior to the audit occurring. 

The state ADP department received the PSN work plan from Bhuvana Rao and it was approved. Letter regarding all approved work plans will be going out by the end of the week of June 22, 2007.

Terrance Jackson stated that the state ADP would like meeting notes to be posted on the ADP website. Bhuvana Rao noted that HCA management approval is pending.

STATE CDCR and PAROLE UPDATE

Costa Mesa/Santa Ana Parole office has moved to Irvine forming the Irvine complex. Parole noted that this will help serve clients from South County. Bhuvana noted that K.C. Services has transformed their satellite office in Irvine, Ca to a full service program.

Communication between providers and Parole is excellent. 

ORANGE COUNTY ADAS AND CONTRACT DEVELOPMENT MANAGEMENT

John Martino announced the promotions of Mary Hale, Jenny Qian and David Francis.

BUDGETS:

John Martino noted that the Board of Supervisors restored the money that was proposed to be cut from the Drug Court program.  At the present time, John Martino is unsure how much SACPA will be allocated in the coming fiscal year. John also noted that the federal block grants proposed cuts of $600,000 are not going to be made.

John Martino said that there must a system implemented to track how many clients are not following through with treatment after being referred to the PSN. He also noted communication between state Parole services, contract providers, and the PSN is excellent. 

All providers must ensure that open CALOMS admission files over 11 months must be closed.

Bhuvana Rao noted that the PSN program anticipates spending the entire amount of funds allocated for FY 06-07.

Bhuvana Rao stated that there will be a new and more user friendly CEST/CESI form being launched by July 1, 2007. Providers are being asked to look out for the new form. Bhuvana Rao advised that in the month of May, there were 44 referrals from state Parole.  However, 23 of the referrals did not show for their appointments. 

The essential learning email was sent out via email by Bhuvana Rao and trainings will be held on a monthly basis. 

Joe Cook-Giles advised that all contract renewals for contract providers were renewed.  Every contract provider should have a copy of the contract. 

Joe Cook-Giles also stated that cost reports are due 60 days after current contract cycle has taken place. Starting July 1, 2007 new expenditure/revenue forms will be utilized by the Contracts department. 

Joe Cook-Giles is requesting that all contract providers review their budget allocations and advise if adjustments need to be made immediately.

Trainings to help contract providers fill out cost reports.  Dates have been announced.  Providers are encouraged to attend trainings. Contact Joe Cook-Giles at 714-834-5326 for information.
