WELCOME & OPENING COMMENTS: by Bhuvana Rao, Program Supervisor, ADAS. Introductions were made. Bhuvana thanked Irvine Parole for hosting the meeting.
DARS/CDCR UPDATE: Karl McCune announced that he will be representing DARS, CDCR at the quarterly meetings.  DARS is working on all issuing Request for Proposals (RFP) for contracts that will be expiring in June 2009. Karl also noted that DARS will make unannounced site visits to their contractors to accommodate the uncertainty in their schedules. DARS has also revised the monitoring tool to include health and safety checks. The monitoring tool will also ensure that progress notes are complete and signed, dates for groups and individual sessions are in place, the treatment plan match the progress notes entries, ensure that staff license and certifications are current. Karl passed out a list of workforce development trainings that will be offered to staff at community based organizations currently funded by CDCR. The trainings will take place in Visalia and Corona.  
ADP UPDATE:  Gave a brief overview of the relationship between CDCR and ADP. He noted that while CDCR is making unannounced site visits, ADP, who monitors the PSN contract for CDCR, will continue to make announced visits to providers of PSN services per ADP’s recently revised policy. Terrence also encouraged providers to post success stories of PSN clients on ADP’s website. Anyone interested can contact Bhuvana or Terrence. 
REGION IV UPDATE: David Warren noted that funds for one program, funded by Region IV CDCR, were suspended. Marion McCrary noted that Tim Chrome will be attending the Board Meeting for the OC Reentry Partnership.   
ADAS UPDATE: Bhuvana Rao noted that the County monitors the providers on all the above noted points and has a very high standard for monitoring programs. Data on Parole referrals and program placements was presented. Treatment capacity for outpatient and residential services has maxed out and there are wait lists for these services. Parole is aware of the waitlist and is staggering referrals to PSN Case Manager. Bert Mendoza continues to see parolees at Buena Park and Orange Parole. Communication with Parole continues to be smooth. Providers were reminded to complete the CalOMS errors in a timely fashion. 
Contracts Development & Management:  Joe noted that Request for proposals was released yesterday for services beginning July 2009. Providers were encouraged to respond to each question and make no assumptions.
