WELCOME & OPENING COMMENTS by Bhuvana Rao, Program Supervisor, ADAS. Introductions were made. Bhuvana thanked Cooper for hosting the meeting.
STATE ADP UPDATE: Terrence Jackson reported that California Department of Corrections (CDCR) would not be attending the meeting. The 2008 ADP conference will be held in Burlingame June 18-20. There will be a PSN forum organized for the first time at the conference. All 17 counties are invited to present at the forum.  He also reported that ADP and CDCR were working to resolve some concerns with Quarterly reports to CDCR.  

Mike Ellison noted that due to questions regarding Licensure Fee increases from some providers in other counties, ADP was making county-wide presentations to answer any questions.  
STATE CDCR and PAROLE UPDATE: CDCR Not Present.  No update from Parole.
ORANGE COUNTY ADAS: Bhuvana Rao presented data on Parole referrals and program placements. Bhuvana noted that Bert Mendoza was doing assessments at Orange and Fullerton parole offices once a week and this has helped to increase referrals to providers. Communication with Parole continues to be smooth.  
Contracts Development  & Management:  PSN contracts were on a 2-year cycle ending June 2009. Request for proposals will be issued in spring 09 for services beginning July 2009. 


PSN PROVIDERS: Cooper noted that they had some trouble getting a timely response from Parole. PO McCreary noted that Parole has had many changes and there are many new officers and some positions are vacant. He asked providers to call the Unit Supervisors in case they had trouble reaching parole officers. Parole will send a new staff list.
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
