There was no representative from PSN/OSAP/CDCR in attendance.

Alicia Nelson, ADP, has returned to PSN after having worked elsewhere in ADP. A discussion of P3, and the funding cap of $1.5m since the inception of the program almost 16 years ago, yet the need for services and cost of providing services continues to increase, without an increase in funding for this population. 

Linda Bridgeman Smith indicated that there are waiting lists, based available resources for this population that does not fill the complete need, and that the resources are managed on a daily basis by P3, based on daily treatment expenditures. She further stated additional problems are created when there is no local coordination between the County Administrator and CDCR/Parole for other parolee-related services.

Linda Yost, Parole Agent, expressed her support for P3, and really appreciates the quick response to individual issues. She further expressed gratitude for the explanation of how P3 services are managed daily.
