Welcome and Introductions
The Quarterly meeting was called to order by Linda Bridgeman Smith, ADS, and introductions were made. 

II 
State Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs

Kurt Klemencic (ADP-PSN) (kklemencic@adp.ca.gov), via telephone conference call. 
Mr. Klemencic introduced himself to the group and gave a brief history of his work with the State Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs. He emphasizes that Parolee Services Network (PSN) programs like P3 in San Diego have been operating for over 16 years with the same budget and very little visibility. Now that that Kathy Jett has moved from ADP to CDCR, there is an opportunity for greater coordination for parolee/AOD issues overall and better visibility for PSN’s good work. Some of his goals for county PSN programs include:

· Increasing visibility of PSN achievements 
· Sharing information among PSN Counties via ADP website.
· Working with all PSN counties to develop more realistic funding
· Using statistics to tell the PSN story more effectively
ADP has added a PSN link to the State website, at www.adp.ca.gov. To view, go to Parolee Services Network (PSN) to view the website, where he will post local PSN information so it can be more widely available. On a related matter, Kurt also provided a brief update on Prop 36 program and Offender Treatment Program (OTP) funding for FY 07-08, which is unknown at this time. The Offender Treatment Program is an option for services to Prop 36 clients, including eligible parolees.

Benny Benavidez, Inland District Parole Administrator, expressed appreciation for the work of P3 and indicated he is optimistic about the planned changes within Corrections.

Alcohol and Drug Services:

Linda Bridgeman Smith reported that Connie Moreno-Peraza resigned in February and Susan Bower is the acting AOD Administrator of ADS at this time, and recruitment for a permanent Administrator/Deputy Director is in process.  She also reported the PSN 07-08 Annual Work Plan has been submitted to ADP.  
Linda informed everyone a Request for Qualifications (RFSQ) for all P3 subcontracts will be released in FY 07-08, which is required every three years.

Mental Health Systems Report:

Howard Foster reported there were 69 P3 graduates for the semi-annual P3 Graduation on Friday, April 27th, with 42 graduates present for the celebration. Speakers for the occasion were 1992 P3 Graduate Roy Bobman; Serenity House’s Victoria Jones, and Parole Agent J.D. Garcia.     

The advocates are actively placing parolees into treatment and support services and expect to utilize all available funding. Howard stated he is looking forward to working with Kurt at ADP, particularly on the issue of more funding for P3 services in San Diego.
