State Reports 

California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation (CDCR) 
No report
State Alcohol and Drug Program (ADP)
Terrence Jackson reported on his meeting with staff at CDCR regarding the approval of San Diego PSN work plans.  The meeting with CDCR was productive and Terrence provided detail on the process used at the State for approving County work plans. Terrence also reported that the Department of Alcohol Drug Programs and the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation have collaborated to streamline the County Work Plan approval process and the approval process with the Interagency Agreement. In addition, Terrence reported on potential budget issues for State Departments like ADP in relationship to funding, employee salary cuts, staffing and possible work furloughs (2 to 4 days per month). P3 client record data collected and submitted under CalOMS needs to be accurate and the master provider file needs to be updated when needed to ensure P3 client record data gets captured for outcome and utilization reports. Several providers shared with the group their appreciation for Terrence’s support for San Diego treatment programs and of their work in support of PSN

Local Parole                          
Eve Diaz provided update on the various State programs including information for SB 618 program. This program began February 07; provides a wrap around approach to services ; services 300 clients (200 in prison and 100 enrolled in community); UCSD provides staff support to program (staff are called Communication Case Managers); SANDAG to provide evaluation and client follow-up on outcomes.  
Eva added that the cooperation from P3 staff and providers very encouraging and she is grateful for their hard work to assist Parole office. 
3. County Alcohol and Drug Services 

Ken Barnes spoke on the importance of all partners to continue to be innovative and to think “outside the box” in relationship to program and service delivery improvements during the current funding challenges for P3 and other drug treatment services.  

Ken also shared about the value and importance to access PSN program information from the State ADP web site and to use the PSN web site to communicate possible solutions to problems encountered by P3 providers as well as success stories to share across county systems. 
4.    P3 Provider – Mental Health Systems Report 
Providers in attendance reported their individual client count for confirmation with MHS P3 client program admission records. Any discrepancies with client counts at treatment programs will be followed up by P3 staff. 

5. AOD Treatment Provider Reports
The issue of provider reimbursement for “collect phone calls” received from Parolees; group discussion did not identify a funding source to cover provider reimbursement for collect calls; Parole Office continues to accept collect phone calls from parolees as part of standard business operations. The issue of accessing “interpreter services” from Parole to assist parolee client during program intake, assessment and treatment plan development; Parole Office has access to interpreter services and Eva Diaz to follow-up to determine if Provider’s would access to same service.  

VVSD interested in posting pictures taken during recent Veterans Day Parade to  PSN ADP web site.  Howard Foster to follow-up with VVSD.  

Group discussion focused on limited number of referrals for female parolees; Howard Foster reported that female clients are a priority admission into P3.
