II.
OLD BUSINESS

A. There is no old business on record.

III. NEW BUSINESS

A. Terrence Jackson and Karl McCune could not travel to attend this meeting but they have nothing to report.
B. Most of the providers attended a big meeting yesterday therefore they are unable to attend today.  
C. David Warren has no changes to report. 
D. We will start meeting for the Recovery Happens next month. Last year’s event was a big success. It was the first year the event was held outdoors. The biggest response was to keep the event outdoors.
E. There is a similar event in the Desert Region, “Prevent Child Abuse”. PSN will also receive recognition there. That event also provides a tremendous amount of resources.

F. Last year there were over 70 providers:  MISP Services, Health insurance, Child Support services, on site physicals, People signing up for ID’s, Jobs, etc.

G. Indio had about 30 providers. They also had sobriety countdowns. 

H. These events are a way to show parolee’s positive drug free fun. This is also a positive way to integrate parolee’s with the community.  
I. There are limits as to which parolee’s can attend the Expo due to children being present, no 290’s. There has never been a problem in the past.
J. According to FISCAL we have been overspending, $125,000 was overspent last year on our PSN contract. 
K. The PSN budget was $519,363; 5.5 % of that was for administration costs.  $462,000 was spent to provide treatment.
L. Currently we are $17,000 over budget.
M. Detox, Residential and Outpatient services where also provided to about 465 parolee’s. 
N. PSN has not received a budget increase since it started in 1999. However, we also did not receive the 10% budget cut that other state programs have. PSN statewide has not been cut, as of yet. 
O. County money takes over to pay for treatment services after PSN budget money is gone.
P. A few years ago state transferred money they had not spent to other counties to cover overspending.
Q. Darwin will speak to Sacramento to see if we can get money for programs that have been redirected; he will talk to Karl.
R. On the County side, Substance Abuse is not receiving any cuts. Substance Abuse is good for the next seventeen months.
S. County has contract monitors. If there is something wrong the monitors will have us take it out.
T. Darwin will have research pull the numbers to see the increase in PSN referrals. 
U. The CPU has gone up. CPU (cost per unit) is based on admits (people in treatment) not on referrals for treatment.
V. 1502 forms are very important to follow because of the budget. They are like an invoice. A 1502 form needs to be in every open PSN chart.
W. Darwin commends Parole; in the last year we have received every 1502 Form that we have asked for. Thank You Parole!!!
X. VARP and MFI were acknowledged for the work they do.
Y. Agents are encouraged to visit their parolee’s in treatment. Please call administration ahead to let them know you will be visiting. They may even take you on a tour.
Z. In the past, PSN Quarterly Meetings where being held at the residential treatment programs. We can take a look at starting this again and possibly taking a tour of the facilities after each meeting.
AA. Riverside County cannot pay for San Bernardino County residents due to billing. San Bernardino County receives funding them. 
AB. Tri-city San Bernardino County parolees are being monitored by the Riverside Parole Office.
AC. San Bernardino has closed many facilities due to budget cuts.
AD. Parole Office states, San Bernardino County does not have the best public bus system. Agents drive to their parolee’s homes to do visits or to take them to court appointments.
AE. Gary Atkins is the director for San Bernardino County’s PSN and Prop 36 programs. We will try to coordinate a meeting with Gary Atkins and Lynn Van Gilbert to address these issues. 
AF. Gibson House for Women in San Bernardino (there is Riverside money to cover Riverside residents) will have beds available soon. 
AG. Born Free is full.  They currently have six women enrolled. 
AH. There is a new home being built for Born Free. It should be done by June 2009. It will house six women. Habitat for Humanity is helping in the building of this house. This is the first time this has happened.
