This letter transmits the Fiscal Year (FY) 2006-07 preliminary allocation of funds to counties for drug 
treatment through the Substance Abuse and Crime Prevention Act of 2000 (SACPA) county plan.  
Preliminary allocations are made for continuance of the SACPA.  There are no major changes for 
FY 2006-07. 

 
Allocations 

 
The preliminary allocation for the Substance Abuse Treatment Trust Funds (SATTF) is based on the 
current methodology (Attachment A).  Refer to the data factors used to determine the SATTF allocation 
(Attachment B). 

 
Also, attached is the FY 2006-07 preliminary allocations of funds under the Substance Abuse Treatment 
and Testing Accountability (SATTA) program (Attachment C). 

 
Collaboration 

 
Lead agencies must show they have collaborated with stakeholders in developing their FY 2006-07 
county plans.  The Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs (ADP) considers ongoing collaboration 
vital to the successful operation of SACPA.  Title 9, CCR, Sections 9515 and 9520 contains the 
requirements for collaboration. 

 
County Plans 

 
Lead agencies must submit a county plan to ADP by May 1, 2006, as specified by Title 9, CCR, and 
Section 9515.  The plan must be approved by the county board of supervisors (unless authority to 
approve the plan has been delegated).  ADP must approve the plan before funds can be distributed.  
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For your convenience, the County Plan Guide was mailed to the counties during the week of 
February 13, 2006.
