SUBJECT: RELEASE OF ALLOCATIONS FROM THE SUBSTANCE ABUSE
TREATMENT TRUST FUND FOR FISCAL YEAR 2006-07

REFERENCE: Title 9, California Code of Regulations (CCR), Section 9525

The purpose of this letter is to advise All County Lead Agencies regarding the
expenditure of excess funds and the release of allocations under the Substance Abuse
and Crime Prevention Act (SACPA) of 2000 for Fiscal Year (FY) 2006-07.

As you know, there was a continuous appropriation of $120 million from the State
General Fund (SGF) to the Substance Abuse Treatment Trust Fund (SATTF) for

FY 2001-02 through FY 2005-06. The continuous appropriation allowed the Department
of Alcohol and Drug Programs (ADP) to distribute SACPA allocations to counties with
approved plans before the State Budget Act was signed.

The Governor’s (Preliminary) Budget proposes to maintain the SGF transfer of

$120 million to SATTF for FY 2006-07, conditioned upon enactment of program
reforms. Therefore, county SACPA allocations for FY 2006-07 will not be available to
counties until the State Budget Act is approved by the Legislature and signed by the
Governor.

County lead agencies may, however, expend excess SACPA funds beginning
July 1, 2006, if the county has an ADP-approved SACPA plan for FY 2006-07.
