Substance Abuse and Crime Prevention Act of 2000 (SACPA)

SACPA Quarterly Data Report Instructions

California Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs

General Report Instructions
Each blank line on the data report is a required data field the County must complete.  If the reporting amount is zero, enter “0.”  Explanations may be included in the county notes section of the document.  If any field is left empty, the report will be considered incomplete and returned to the county for completion and/or correction.  If a question requires an answer of N/A, enter a “0” in the space provided.  This will allow the entries to be calculated properly. 
Data reported is for all offenders and clients in the county’s SACPA program.  There is no distinction between SACPA and OTP clients for data reporting purposes.  Data should only be reported on unique referrals and assessments during the specific reporting period identified below.  
County Information
County: Enter the name of the reporting county.

Quarter: Enter the beginning and end dates of the current reporting quarter (e.g. July 1- September 30; October 1-December 31; January 1-March 31and April 1-June 30.   Reports are due 30 days after the end of the reporting period.
Contact: The contact person is defined as the County representative responsible for completing the data report.
PART A.  Referral of SACPA Offenders from Probation/Parole*
1. Enter for each month the number of unique SACPA offenders referred to SACPA by probation under the corresponding month of the quarter in which the SACPA client was referred (i.e. month 1, 2 or 3).  
2. Enter for each month the number of unique SACPA offenders referred to SACPA by parole under the corresponding month of the quarter in which the SACPA client was referred (i.e. month 1, 2 or 3).  

3. GRAND TOTAL A: This line is formula driven and will automatically total the number of unique SACPA offenders referred from both, probation and parole, for months 1, 2 and 3.

*If a SACPA offender is referred by both, probation and parole, count the SACPA offender as a SACPA parole referral.

PART B.  Assessment and Admission of SACPA Offenders (During this reporting period)
1. Enter the number of unique clients initially assessed as needing outpatient treatment during the reporting period.

2. Enter the number of unique clients initially assessed as needing intensive outpatient treatment during the reporting period.

3. Enter the number of unique clients initially assessed as needing residential/inpatient treatment during the reporting period.

3a. The number of unique clients admitted to residential/inpatient treatment during the reporting period.
3b. The number of unique clients initially assessed as needing residential/inpatient treatment who were admitted to outpatient/intensive outpatient treatment combined with housing (e.g., Sober Living Environment [SLE]) during the reporting period.

4. Enter the number of unique clients initially assessed as needing narcotic replacement treatment during the reporting period.

4a.
The number of unique clients admitted to narcotic replacement treatment during the reporting period.

5. This line is formula driven and will automatically calculate the number of unique SACPA clients initially assessed for treatment in the county during the reporting period.  This total is based on the entries in Lines 1, 2, 3, & 4.
6. Enter the number of unique SACPA clients assessed, who were admitted to treatment during the reporting period.
7. Enter the number of unique SACPA clients assessed, who were not admitted to treatment during the reporting period.
8. GRAND TOTAL B: This line is formula driven and is based on the entries in lines 6, and 7.

9. Enter the total number of clients per timeframe that waited to be placed in an available treatment slot for assessed type of treatment during this reporting period. (Do not count clients who waited for treatment for any other reason other than lack of availability of an open treatment slot.) Ensure numbers reported per timeframe reflect the length of time the client(s) waited to receive the assessed level of care, not just treatment.  (For example, a client who was assessed for residential treatment but was placed in outpatient treatment for 14 days until a residential treatment slot was available, should be counted as waiting 8-21 days.)  

The form will then calculate the totals for each of the following:

PART C.  Modified Drug Court Model for SACPA Offenders (initial and final reporting periods only)
1. Enter the number of courts that use both a dedicated SACPA court calendar and treatment team approach.

2. Enter the number of courts that have a dedicated SACPA court calendar but do not use a treatment team approach.

3. The form will calculate the total number of courts with dedicated court calendars which is the total of lines 1 and 2.

PART D.  Approver
Enter in the person approving this report

GLOSSARY OF TERMS

Unique Client: is identified as an offender convicted of a new SACPA charge and referred on the new charge for SACPA treatment; non-duplicative.
Types of Treatment:

· Outpatient Treatment Services: Are services that promote and maintain recovery from alcohol and other drug problems.  Services may include Outpatient Individual Counseling, Outpatient Group Counseling, and Detoxification. 

· Intensive Outpatient Treatment Services: Are services that last two or more hours (less than 24 hours), for three or more days per week. Such services may include day care rehabilitative programs which provide counseling and rehabilitation services to Drug Medi-Cal beneficiaries.
· Residential/Inpatient Treatment Services: Are services for which the client resides in a treatment facility including treatment/recovery services, but does not include non-hospital or hospital detoxification services.
· Narcotic Replacement Treatment Services: Includes outpatient or residential/inpatient narcotic replacement therapy.
Housing: As stated in Part B, question 3b means the use of a sober living environment as stated in All County Lead Agency Letter #05-06.

Dedicated Court Calendar: Means any portion of a court’s calendar dedicated to hearing SACPA offender cases.
Treatment Team Approach: Describes a team that regularly meets and monitors the SACPA client’s progress.  The team may include the judge, treatment provider, case manager, public defender, probation officer and parole agent.  The team must include at least one representative from treatment and one from criminal justice creating a minimum of two team members.
Assessed: As stated in Part B, assessed is defined as the initial treatment assessment for a unique client.
